I then have to include a quotation as EVIDENCE to show how this happened in the novel. Before I write my evidence I must leave a line.
“Molly kneels down in front of me and does up my laces...I know I have a friend”
I now have to ANALYSE this evidence. This means that I have to explain what my quote is telling me. What do I learn about the characters from this quote?

By coming to Tommo’s assistance, Molly displays her willingness to help. She demonstrates a kind and caring nature and her actions hold a motherly quality. Tommo instantly recognises this in her and accepts her as a friend immediately. This first encounter between the two children suggests a relationship in which Tommo can rely on Molly for support when he is struggling. 

Finally, I have to RESPOND to the question. In this essay the question relates to feelings of optimism and pessimism. I must decide whether the paragraph which I have written makes me feel optimistic or not. I must then make it clear why this is.
The reader is left feeling optimistic as it is clear from this early occasion that Tommo has made a friend who will be there to help him whenever he faces a difficult situation.
